SAFE RIDING RULES

AWARNING

Motorcycle riding requires special efforts on your part to
ensure your safety. Know these requirements before you
ride:

Always make a pre-ride inspection (page 83) before you

start the motorcycle.

You may prevent an accident or equipment damage.

Many accidents involve inexperienced riders. Most coun-

tries require a special motorcycle riding test or licence.

Make sure you are qualified before you ride. NEVER lend

your motorcycle to an inexperienced rider.

Many automobile/motorcycle accidents happen because

the automobile driver does not ‘’see’’ the motorcyclist.

Make yourself conspicuous to help avoid the accident that

wasn’t your fault:

* Wear bright or reflective clothing.

* Don’t ride in another motorist’s ‘‘blind spot.’’

Obey all national and local laws and regulations.

* Excessive speed is a factor in many accidents. Obey the
speed limits, and NEVER travel faster than conditions
warrant.

* Signal before you make a turn or lane change. Your size
and maneuverability can surprise other motorists.

Don’t let other motorists surprise you. Use extra caution at

intersections, parking lot entrances and exits, and

driveways.

Keep both hands on the handlebars and both feet on the

footpegs while riding. A passenger should hold on to the

motorcycle or the operator with both hands and keep both
feet on the passenger footrest.

CAUTION:

Do not ride over curbs or rub the wheel against an obstacle,

as wheel damage may resuilt.



PROTECTIVE APPAREL

1. Most Motorcycle accident fatalities are due to head in-
juries: ALWAYS wear a helmet. You should also wear a
face shield or goggles as well as boots, gloves, and protec-
tive clothing. A passenger needs the same protection.

2. The exhaust system becomes hot during operation, and it
remains hot for a while after stopping the engine. Be
careful not to touch the exhaust system while it is hot.
Wear clothing that fully covers your legs.

3. Do not wear loose clothing which could catch on the con-
trol levers, footpegs, or wheels.

MODIFICATIONS

AWARNING

e Modification of the motorcycle, or removal of original
equipment, may render the vehicle unsafe or illegal. Obey
all national and local equipment regulations.

LOADING AND ACCESSORIES

AWARNING

To prevent an accident, use extreme care when adding and
riding with accessories and cargo. Addition of accessories
and cargo can reduce a motorcycle’s stability, perfor-
mance and safe operating speed. Never ride an accessory-
equipped motorcycle at speeds above 130 km/h (80 mph).
And remember that this 130 km/h (80 mph) limit may be
reduced by installation of non-Honda accessories, im-
proper loading, worn tyres and overall motorcycle condi-
tion, poor road or weather conditions. These general
guidelines may help you decide whether or how to equip
your motorcycle, and how to load it safely.

Loading

The combined weight of the rider, passenger, cargo and addi-
tional accessories must not exceed the maximum weight
capacity:

180 kg (397 Ibs) ... SE (E, F, ED, FI, AR, SP)

175 kg (386 Ibs) ... SE (SW)

185 kg (408 Ibs) ... SE (Sl)

182 kg (401 Ibs) ... ASP

Cargo weight alone should not exceed:

kg (60 Ibs)

Keep cargo and accessory weight low and close to the
center of the motorcycle. Load weight equally on both
sides to minimize imbalance. As weight is located further -
from the motorcycle’s center of gravity, handling is propor-
tionally affected.

Adjust tyre pressure (page 32), and rear suspension (pages
18—20) to suit load weight and riding conditions.

All cargo and accessories must be secure for stable handl-
ing. Recheck cargo security and accessory mounts
frequently.



Do not attach large, heavy items to the handlebars, fork, or
fender. Unstable handling or slow steering response may
result.
Do not exceed the maximum weight capacity of Honda ac-
cessories.

Travel trunk: 9 kg (20 Ibs)

Saddlebags: 9 kg (20 lbs) each side

Fairing pockets: 2 kg (4.5 Ibs) each side
The Honda fairing, travel trunk and saddlebags are design-
ed for this motorcycle only. Do not install them on any
other motorcycle.
Do not store articles between fairing and motorcycle. They
may interfere with steering causing loss of control.

Accessories

Genuine Honda accessories have been specifically designed
for and tested on this motorcycle. Because the factory cannot
test all other accessories, you are personally responsible for
proper selection, installation, and use of non-Honda ac-
cessories. Always follow the guidelines under Loading, and
these:

1.

Carefully inspect the accessory to make sure it does not
obscure any lights, reduce ground clearance and banking
angle, or limit suspension travel, steering travel or control
operation.

Large fork-mounted fairings or windshields, or poorly
designed or improperly mounted fairings can produce
aerodynamic forces that cause unstable handling. Do not
install fairings that decrease cooling air flow to the engine.

3. Accessories which alter your riding position by moving
hands or feet away from controls may increase reaction
time in an emergency.

4. Do not add electrical equipment that will exceed the motor-
cycle’s electrical system capacity. A blown fuse could
cause a dangerous loss of lights or engine power.

5. This motorcycle was not designed to pull a sidecar or
trailer. Handling may be seriously impaired if so equipped.

6. Any modification of the cooling system may cause
overheating and serious engine damage. Do not modify the
radiator shrouds or install accessories which block or
deflect air away from the radiator.

BRAKES

Both front and rear brakes are hydraulic disc types.

CLUTCH

This motorcycle has a hydraulically actuated clutch. There are
no adjustments to perform but the clutch system must be in-
spected periodically for fluid level and leakage. If the control
iever freeplay becomes excessive and the motorcycle creeps
or stalls when shifted into gear, or if the clutch slips, causing
acceleration to lag behind engine speed, there is probably air in
the clutch system and it must be bled out.

The owner must properly maintain the coolant to prevent
freezing, overheating, and corrosion. Use only high quality
ethylene glycol antifreeze containing corrosion protection in-
hibitors specifically recommended for use in aluminum
engines. (SEE ANTIFREEZE CONTAINER LABEL).

CAUTION:

o Use only low-mineral drinking water or distilled water as a
part of the antifreeze solution. Water that is high in mineral
content or salt may be harmful to the aluminum engine.

The factory provides a 50/50 solution of antifreeze and water
in this motorcycle. This coolant solution is recommended for
most operating temperatures and provides good corrosion pro-
tection. A higher concentration of antifreeze decreases the
cooling system performance and is recommended onily when
additional protection against freezing is needed. A concentra-
tion of less than 40/60 (40% antifreeze) will not provide pro-
per corrosion protection. During freezing temperatures, check
the cooling system frequently and add higher concentrations
of antifreeze (up to a maximum of 60% antifreeze) if required.

e If “’spark knock’ or “‘pinking’’ occurs at a steady engine
speed under normal load, change brands of petrol. If spark
knock or pinking persists, consult your authorized Honda
dealer. Failure to do so is considered misuse, and damage
caused by misuse is not covered by Honda’s Limited
Warranty.

Occasionally you may experience light spark knock while operating
under heavy loads. This is no cause for concern, it simply means
your engine is operating efficiently.

Install the fuel fill cap by turning it clockwise. Close the fuel filler
compartment lid bv pushing it.

AWARNING

Petrol is extremely flammable and is explosive under cer-
tain conditions. Refuel in a well-ventilated area with the
engine stopped. Do not smoke or allow flames or sparks in
the area where petrol is stored or where the fuel tank is
refueled.

Do not overfill the tank (there should be no fuel in the filler
neck). After refueling, make sure the tank cap is closed
properly and securely.

Be careful not to spill fuel when refueling. Spilled fuel or
fuel vapor may ignite. If any fuel is spilled, make sure the
area is dry before starting the engine.

Petrol Containing Alcohol

If you decide to use a petrol containing alcohol (gasohol), be
sure its octane rating is at least as high as that recommended
by Honda. There are two types of ‘‘gasohol’’: one containing
ethanol, and the other containing methanol. Do not use
gasohol that contains more than 10% ethanol. Do not use
petrol containing methanol (methyl or wood alcohol) that does
not also contain cosolvents and corrosion inhibitors for
methanol. Never use petrol containing more than 5%
methanol, even if it has cosolvents and corrosion inhibitors.

NOTE:

e Fuel system damage or engine performance problems
resulting from the use of fuels that contain alcohol is not
covered under the warranty. Honda cannot endorse the
use of fuels containing methanol since evidence of their
suitability is as yet incomplete.

e Before buying fuel from an unfamiliar station, try to find out
if the fuel contains alcohol, if it does, confirm the type and
percentage of alcohol used. If you notice any undesirable
operating symptoms while using a petrol that contains
alcohol, or one that you think contains alcohol, switch to a
petrol that you know does not contain alcohol.

Check engine oil level each day before operating the
motorcycle.

To check the oil level:

1. Place the motorcycle on its center stand on firm and level
ground, and remove the rear and front right side covers.

2. Start the engine and let it idle for a few minutes.

3. Stop the engine. After a few minutes, remove the dipstick
and wipe it clean, then reinsert the dipstick without screw-
ing it in. Remove the dipstick.

The oil level should be between the upper and lower level
marks on the dipstick.

4. If required, remove the filler cap, add the specified oil up to
the upper level mark. Do not overfill.

5. Reinstall the filler cap, dipstick, and the front and rear right
side covers.

Running the engine with insufficient oil can cause serious
engine damage.

The Cruise Control system allows you to set and automatically
maintain any speed between 48 and 128 km/h (30 and 80
mph) in 4th and OD.

It is not
recommended to be used in traffic, on winding roads or in bad
weather conditions where the rider should have total control of
the throttle.

To Set the Cruise Control:

The Cruise Control set light on the instrument
panel will come on. The speed you were going when you
released the SET switch is the speed the Cruise Control will
hold. You can then “‘fine tune’’ the set speed by briefly
pushing and releasing the SET/DECEL switch to decrease it or
pushing and releasing the RESUME/ACCEL switch to slightly
increase it.

The memory indicator will go off 7 seconds after
the memory (M) button was pushed, if the memory (M)
button was not pushed again.

The memory is erased automatically if you tune and preset
a new AM or FM station.

The preset channels will be selected in the order in which they
were preset when the memory (M) button is pushed.

Cassette Deck

Loading:

Push the eject button to open the cassette lid and slide the
tape into the deck, following the inserting direction shown on
the lid. Close the cassette lid.

CAUTION:

Check there is no slack in the tape before inserting the
cassette tape into the deck.

Do not open the cassette lid in the rain. Before opening the
cassette lid, wipe off any dirt or water on the outer surface.
The use of 120-minute cassette tapes is not recommend-
ed. If it is necessary to use 120-minute tapes, do not
switch the tape operation mode frequently. Most
120-minute tape stretches easily and can become tangled
in the player mechanism.

NOTE:

If a cassette with damaged tape is loaded into the deck, the
deck will try to rewind the tape for several seconds, then
come to a complete stop. The indicator ‘' [%#] ** will be visi-
ble in the display. Remove the cassette from the deck by
pushing the eject button.
