USE CENTER STAND
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ANTI-THEFT TIPS LOCK STEERING

1. Always lock the steering and never leave the
key in the ignition switch. This sounds sim-

ple but people do forget. /
2. Be sure the registration information for your

motorcycle is accurate and current.
3. Park your motorcycle in a locked garage

whenever possible.
4. Use an additional anti-theft device of good

quality.
5. Put your name, address, and phone number

in this Owner’s Manual and keep it on your

motorcycle at all times.

Many times stolen motorcycles are identified

by information in the Owner’s Manuals that

are still with them.

® When service is required, remember that your authorized Honda dealer knows your motorcycle
best and is fully equipped to maintain and repair it. The scheduled maintenance may also be per-
formed by a qualified service facility that normally does this kind of work; or you may perform most
of the work yourself if you are mechanically qualified.

® The maintenance intervals shown in the following schedule are based upon average riding condi-
tions. Motorcycles subjected to severe use, or ridden in unusually muddy or dusty areas, require
more frequent servicing.

® Consult your authorized Honda dealer for recommendations applicable to your individual needs and
use.

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SERIAL NUMBER

The frame serial number is required when
registering your motorcycle. It may also be re-
quired by your dealer when ordering replace-
ment parts.

Record the numbers here for your reference.
The frame number (1) is stamped on the left side
of the frame.

MAINTENANCE PRECAUTIONS

AWARNING

*

*

If your motorcycle is overturned or in-
volved in a collision, inspect control
levers, cable, brake hoses, caliper, ac-
cessories, and other vital parts for
damage. Do not ride the motorcycle if
damage impairs safe operation. Have
your authorized Honda dealer inspect
the major components, including
frame, suspension and steering parts,
for misalignment and damage that
you may not be able to detect.

Stop the engine and support the
motorcycle securely on a firm, level
surface before performing any main-
tenance.

Use new, genuine Honda parts or their
equivalent for maintenance and
repair. Parts which are not of equiv-
alent quality may impair the safety of
your motorcycle.

BRAKE SHOE WEAR

(Refer to the maintenance precautions on page
47).

Wear Indicator

When the brake is applied, an arrow (1) attached
to the brake arm moves toward a reference mark
(3) on the brake panel.

If the arrow aligns with the reference mark on
full application of the brake, the brake shoes
must be replaced.

NOTE:

* When the brake service is necessary, see
your authorized Honda dealer, who has been
properly trained to perform such service. Use
only genuine Honda parts or its equivalent.

Other Checks

Check the brake cable for kinks or signs of wear

that could cause sticking or failure.

Lubricate the brake cable with a commercially

available cable lubricant to prevent premature

wear and corrosion.

Make sure the brake arm, spring and fasteners

are in good condition.

BATTERY

(Refer to the maintenance precautions on page
47).

If the motorcycle is operated with insufficient
battery electrolyte, sulfation and battery plate
damage will occur.

If rapid loss of electrolyte is experienced, or if
your battery seems to be weak, causing slow
starting or other electrical problems, see your
authorized Honda dealer.

Battery electrolyte:

The battery is behind the battery box cover.
Remove the battery box cover. Check the elec-
trolyte level with the motorcycle in an upright
position on level ground. The electrolyte level
must be maintained between the UPPER (1) and
LOWER (2) LEVEL marks on the side of the
battery. If the electrolyte level is low, remove
the bolt (3) and battery holder (4). Remove the
battery filler caps (5). Carefully add distilled
water to the UPPER LEVEL mark, using a
small syringe or plastic funnel.

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UTION:

When checking the battery electrolyte
level, or adding distilled water, make
sure the breather tube is connected to
the battery breather outlet.

Use only distilled water in the battery.
Tap water will shorten the service life
of the battery.

Filling the battery above the UPPER
LEVEL line may cause the electrolyte
to overflow, resulting in corrosion to
engine or nearby parts. Immediately
wash off any spilled electrolyte.

The battery breather tube must be
routed as shown on the label. Do not
bend or twist the breather tube. A
bent or kinked breather tube may
pressurize the battery and damage its
case.

AWARNING

* The battery gives off explosive gases;

keep sparks, flames, and cigarettes

away. Provide adequate ventilation

when charging or using the batteries
in an enclosed space.

The battery contains sulfuric acid

(electrolyte). Contact with skin or

eyes may cause severe burns. Wear

protective clothing and a face shield.

— If electrolyte gets on your skin,
flush with water.

— If electrolyte gets in your eyes,
flush with water for at least 15
minutes and call a physician
immediately.

Electrolyte is poisonous.

— If swallowed, drink large quan-
tities of water or milk and follow
with milk of magnesia or vegetable
oil and call a physician.

FUSE REPLACEMENT

(Refer to the maintenance precautions on page
47).
The fuse holder (1) is on the battery holder.
When frequent fuse failure occurs, it usually in-
dicates a short circuit or an overload in the elec-
trical system. If this happens, the electrical
system should be checked visually for damaged
insulation or other possible malfunctions. If the
problem cannot be located visually, the motorcy-
cle should be examined by an authorized Honda
dealer.
The specified fuse is:

7Amp

* Never use a fuse with a different
rating from that specified. Serious
damage to the electrical system or a
fire may result, causing a dangerous
loss of lights or engine power.

CAUTION:

* Turn the ignition switch OFF before
checking or replacing the fuses to pre-
vent accidental short-circuiting.

(1) Fuse holder (2) Spare fuse
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* Do not pry the clips open to get a fuse PULL

out; you could bend them and cause

poor contact with the new fuse. A up

loose fuse could cause damage to the

electrical system and even start a fire.
To replace the fuse, open the fuse holder and lift
out the fuse with the clips. Slide the old fuse out
of the clips and discard it. Slide the clips onto the
ends of the new fuse, push them back into the
fuse holder, and close the fuse holder. SLIDE #= -
CAUTION:
* After replacing the fuse, be sure to (3) clips

return the fuse holder to its original

*

To prevent the possibility of a fire or

explosion when transporting the

motorcycle, always:

— Drain the fuel tank and carburetor.

— Carry the motorcycle upright in its
normal riding position to prevent
oil and battery electrolyte from
leaking.

Draining Fuel
Perform this operation only in a well-ventilated
area.

AWARNING

*

Petrol is flammable and is explosive
under certain conditions. Do not
smoke or allow flames or sparks near
the equipment while draining fuel.

. Stop the engine.

Empty the fuel tank using a commercially
available hand siphon or other equivalent
way.

. Place the free end of the carburetor drain

tube in a suitable container.

Open the carburetor drain by turning the
drain screw counterclockwise. When all the
fuel has drained, turn the screw clockwise
until tight.
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CLEANING

Clean your motorcycle regularly to protect the
surface finishes and inspect it for damage, wear
and oil seepage.

CAUTION:

*
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Avoid spraying high pressure water
(typical in coin-operated car washes)
at the following areas:

Wheel Hubs Glove box

Muffler Outlet

Under Seat

Ignition Switch

Handlebar Switches

After cleaning, rinse the motorcycle
throughly with plenty of clean water. Strong
detergent residue can corrode alloy parts.
Dry the motorcycle thoroughly.

Start the engine and let it run for several
minutes.

4. Test the brakes before riding the motorcycle

in traffic. Several applications may be
necessary to restore normal braking per-
formance.

A WARNING

Braking performance may be im-
paired immediately after washing the
motorcycle.
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STORAGE GUIDE

STORAGE

Extended storage, such as for winter, requires
that you take certain steps to reduce the effects
of deterioration from non-use of the motorcycle.
In addition necessary repairs should be made
BEFORE storing the motorcycle: otherwise
these repairs may be forgotten by the time the
motorcycle is removed from storage.
1. Drain the fuel rank and carburetor.
Spray the inside of the tank with an aerosol
rust-inhibiting oil.
Reinstall the fuel cap on the tank.
NOTE:
* If storage will last more than one month, car-
buretor draining is very important, to assure
proper performance after storage.

A WARNING

* Petrol is flammable and is explosive
under certain conditions. Do not
smoke or allow flames or sparks near
the equipment while draining fuel.
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2. Remove the spark plug and pour a tables-
poon (15—20 cm?) of clean 2-stroke oil into
the cylinder.

Operate the kickstarter several times to
distribute the oil, then reinstall the spark
plug.

NOTE:

*  When turning the engine over, the Ignition
Switch should be OFF.



. Remove the battery. Store in an area pro-
tected from freezing temperatures and direct
sunlight.

Check the electrolyte level and slow charge
the battery once a month.

. Wash and dry the motorcycle.

Wax all painted surfaces.

. Inflate the tyres to their recommended
pressures. Place the motorcycle on blocks to
raise both tyres off the ground.

. Cover the motorcycle (don’t use plastic or
other coated materials) and store in an
unheated area, free of dampness and with a
minimum of daily temperature variation. Do
not store the motorcycle in direct sunlight.

REMOVAL FROM STORAGE

1. Uncover and clean the motorcycle.
2. Check the battery electrolyte level and

charge the battery as required. Install the
battery.

. Drain any excess aerosol rust-inhibiting oil

from the fuel tank. Fill the fuel tank with
fresh petrol.

. Perform all Pre-ride Inspection checks (page

28).
Test ride the motorcycle at low speeds in a
safe riding area away from traffic.

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NOISE CONTROL SYSTEM (AUSTRALIA ONLY)

TAMPERING WITH NOISE CONTROL SYSTEM PROHIBITED

Owners are warned that the law may prohibit:
